Quechee Residents Support Fannie CLAC
Lebanon and Keene, N.H. – March 22, 2004 – Bill Dwyer, donor of a 1997 Oldsmobile, is the first Quechee resident to support Fannie CLAC, a nonprofit organization that makes cars affordable for low- and moderate-income families.
With each car donation, Fannie CLAC is able to update the Bridge Program fleet and reduce vehicle maintenance costs. These cars are temporarily used by New Hampshire and Vermont families who need a car to retain their job, but need time to clean up their finances before qualifying for Fannnie CLAC’s guaranteed car loan program.

“I read about Fannie CLAC in the newspaper, and inquired about how it worked and what would happen to my car,” says Dwyer, a full-time Quechee resident. “Instead of channeling the car through various auto dealers where it would be auctioned off and charity would only get a percentage, I preferred to do something directly with Fannie CLAC.”

Dwyer received a call from Chambers the following Monday morning. “A woman who lost her job because of unreliable transportation would have my vehicle. She was told she would get her job back if she got a car,” Dwyer says. “Every once in a while you find an agency making a direct contribution. There’s not a better feeling, and I would recommend it to anyone else who had the opportunity to donate a car.”

“The community is getting involved,” says Robert Chambers, president of Fannie CLAC. “Each show of support adds up, and feeds on itself.”
