· Friendly name search. You’re searching for john.smith@c2c.com. Searching by c2c.com results in hundreds of matches, but a search by name results in no matches. This is because the e-mail’s friendly display name is “John Smith.” Now all versions of the name — john.smith@c2c.com, “Smith, John” or “John Smith” — are searched with a full SMTP search.

· Move and copy PST files. PST files, often hidden on local drives, are portable and easily hidden. The new move and copy function will allow companies to transfer the discovered information to another portable file — such as a tape, CD or DVD — for review by senior management.

· Search for PDF and .Zip files. Active Folders is one of the few products that can search for .Zip files, but by using Microsoft IFilter, customers can also search for a wider range of documents, including PDFs.
