· Fair Play: Bruce Genereaux, local soccer and Ford Sayer coach and father to five, will teach your child strength, coordination and sportsmanship as they play traditional games such as hide and go seek, kick the can and capture the flag. 

A choice of three afternoon programs (1 to 3 p.m.):

· Speak Up! With Movement: Glennis Gold, an arts educator with VSA Arts Vermont, will give students the tools to create shapes and relationships in space through improvisation and turn them into dances. 

· Science Blast: Take apart the material world. Sally Hair, a science teacher at Hanover High School, will lead hands-on science investigations such as pouring, straining, mixing, baking and evaporating.

· Gee Whiz: Julie Locke of Connections Tutoring Center will use multisensory learning activities such as puzzles, games, measuring, problem solving, play and song to keep your child current with all he/she has learned in school. 

The morning program is priced at $150 for four days and the afternoon program is $100 for four days. A late afternoon session is also available (Gee Whiz or free play from 3 to 5 p.m.) at $100 for four days, or $25 a day.
