The Wildlife Services staff from VINS will bring two different birds, and for a small donation you can get your photo taken with a raptor. (Please bring your own camera.)

UVEC is located on Route 5 South in Norwich, just across from the Subaru dealership. Tickets are available at the gate. (There is no admission fee to attend the Fair Day Fun Raiser, but tickets for games and activities at the booths are 25 cents each.)
