Many of Victoria’s prints are a response to Don’s poems.

Victoria has a Ph.D. in genetics and was on the Dartmouth Medical School faculty engaged in biomedical research until retiring in 1991. Since then, she has devoted much of her time to painting and gardening. She has been a member of the Vermont Watercolor Society since 2003 and recently had several paintings accepted for juried exhibitions (two paintings were selected for the postcard announcement). In 2005, Victoria joined Two Rivers Printmaking Studio and attended Vermont Artist’s Week at Vermont Studio Center in Johnson, Vt.

Don worked for 10 years in the radiology department at the Dartmouth-Hitchcock Clinic when it was located in Hanover and, for the past 15 years, has worked in a private radiology group at smaller hospitals in the Upper Valley. He studied with poet Jeff Friedman and, in 2002, studied at New England College in Henniker, N.H., where he received an MFA.

Poetry readings will be held at 6 and 7:30 p.m. There will be time to meet and learn from the artist and author as well.
