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The Grantham Historical Society Has a New Logo


Grantham, NH – December 14, 2005 – The Grantham Historical

Society (GHS) will be moving to a new location in the New Year, 

and volunteers have signed on board to help the society transition

from a part-time archive to an expanded community resource.

One part of that transition includes spreading the word about the

information available at the historical society. A quarterly newsletter, 

sponsored by local businesses, will inform and educate local 

residents about Grantham’s history. For example, Lea Frey, the town

archivist, has developed a genealogy database of Grantham names for family research. This project started in 1996; within one year, the database held 10,000 

names. In 2000, individual family folders were developed to assist researchers in finding 

information about family members. This is a resource that is free and available to the public, and the first newsletter — due out this month — will spread the news about this and other activities of GHS.

Grantham resident Jennifer Shaevel Hopkins of Porter House Design created the newsletter format and designed the logo for the historical society. Hopkins has worked as an art director for regional publications, and as a senior designer for various corporations. Her design portfolio includes newsletters, brochures, logos and ads. 

“Jennifer is highly skilled in her field, and we are grateful for her creative energy in producing our logo and the newsletter design,” says Allen Walker, president of GHS.

Fundraisers, educational events and community projects are planned for spring. In addition, the Grantham Historical Society will be taking over the old Town Office building on Dunbar Hill Road. The building itself — the former Hollow Village School (1858-1983) — is a historical landmark, and now the first floor will be filled with items of historical significance. Grantham Historical Society, organized in 1993, is dedicated to preserving the history of Grantham. In 1995, the Selectmen formally established the Town Archives and appointed a town archivist. The archives are open every Friday afternoon from 1 to 4 p.m. at the current Town Office building on Dunbar Hill Road. Visitors are welcome; no appointment is necessary. 
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
