Los Microwaves Returns to the Stage — and to the Airwaves

The Symptoms Join the Punk Rock Reunion in South Woodstock, Vermont

Woodstock, VT — August 11, 2005 — Los Microwaves is back on stage in Woodstock for a reunion concert this Saturday — and back on the airwaves nationwide. Radio stations from coast to coast have added classic Los Microwaves tunes to their play lists.

“We're longtime Los Microwaves fans!” says Jason Rerun and Ann, DJs of the “Scene of the Crime” show on KDHX 88.1 FM in St. Louis. “We’ve played lots of different songs on the show over the years. We have all the singles (two different covers/copies of the first one, even), the LP, David's 12", etc. I can't wait to see what else you put up on the Web site!”

New material may also be released later this year. The band has received confirmation from a new label of their plans to re-release their original LP “Life after Breakfast” on CD, including added QuickTime videos or live tracks.  Additionally, Veronica Vasicka, program director of East Village Radio in New York, has asked Los Microwaves for demo recordings or unreleased material to include on a compilation LP for a new label called Minimal Wave.

“We’ve continued to get airplay on college and indie stations over the years, but there does seem to be a resurgence of interest in 80s music,” says Meg Brazill, South Woodstock resident. She notes that the Los Microwaves sound was built around portable synthesizers and homemade effects. “Our rehearsal studio for this reunion looks like a Casio museum. The equipment is a relic of the era, but interestingly, is in demand on places like eBay despite the fact that you can imitate those sounds much more easily with new equipment today.“

The Symptoms, a popular punk band from San Francisco, will be joining Los Microwaves on stage in South Woodstock. “I called my pal Bobby Imsolucki of The Symptoms, and told him Los Microwaves were going to have a reunion concert,” says Todd Rosencrans, drums and bass player for Los Microwaves. “He happened to be riding in a car at that very moment with three of the four Symptoms, including Fred Shuster, a music critic at the LA Daily News. Within 20 seconds they had decided that they too would reunite and fly to Vermont to play with us! With songs like ‘Where’s Margaret Mead When We Need Her?’, ‘My Baby Likes To Be On Top’ and ‘Simple Sabotage’, they are brilliant and funny, with great chops and energy, they are not to be missed.”

Los Microwaves and The Symptoms will be playing at the Woodstock Town Hall Theatre on Saturday, Aug. 13. To purchase tickets, call the Woodstock Town Hall Theatre at (802) 457-2620. Doors open at 7:15 p.m. for general, and the show starts at 8 p.m. Ticket prices are $10 adults, free for children under 12 accompanied by an adult.

Formed in 1978 during the height of the San Francisco punk/new wave scene, Los Microwaves was in the vanguard of synthesizer bands. The trio of Meg Brazill (bass guitar and vocals), David Javelosa (keyboards and vocals), and Todd “Rosa” Rosencrans (drums and bass) polished their signature techno-salsa groove (think Kraftwerk meets Tito Puente at the B-52’s house) as they toured the United States and Canada.
