Families Craft Multiple Heirlooms with Customized New Service

White River Junction, VT — April 20, 2005 — Spring cleaning invariably unearths photos, negatives and other memorabilia that haven’t been added to the family photo album in all winter. With Mother’s Day, Father’s Day and wedding anniversaries on the way, Northlight Digital is offering a customized memory album service to help individuals create beautiful — and archival — heirlooms that will be handed down from generation to generation.
According to a 2004 survey conducted by Creating Keepsakes magazine, scrapbooking is a $2.5 billion dollar industry. The Craft & Hobby Association states that it is the third most popular craft in the nation. Besides general family albums, many scrapbook enthusiasts also create special albums for birthdays, holidays and vacations. In fact, 39 percent of scrapbookers created gift albums last year.

Northlight Digital, a photo imaging and printing center in White River Junction, offers customized memory album creation. Carol Noblit, owner of Everybody’s Yoga Studio in Norwich, Vt., made two memory books with lab manager Rose O’Neill-Suspitsyna and chief digital imaging specialist Denis Suspitsyn. “I chose chronological photos from birth to old age and made one album of pictures of my mother and one of my father,” Noblit says. “In my father’s album, there were pictures of him from World War I, wedding pictures, pictures of the farm we grew up on — homey stuff.”

O’Neill-Suspitsyna worked closely with Noblit to design two 11-page albums. O’Neill-Suspitsyna scanned memorabilia, photos, three-dimensional items, historic war postcards, newspaper clippings and handwritten letters, then created a design to match. “My mother’s mother was the valedictorian of her class,” says Noblit. “Her speech was written out by hand. The paper was deteriorating, but it was such a remarkable speech and she had beautiful penmanship. Rose enhanced it a little, made it look nice and we included it in the back of my mother’s album.”

"We keep the integrity of the older memorabilia to show its age, and enhance the photos that need reviving to their original state," says O'Neill-Suspitsyna, noting that Northlight Digital can also add text, such as important dates and family names, to the design as well as print pages to fit a specific album size.

Noblit originally planned to make the albums for herself, but with Northlight Digital’s process she was able to make two more for both of her sisters. “Instead of just a one-album creation, our process allows for multiple copies,” says O’Neill-Suspitsyna. “Not only do you have an archival book done with the right materials — with prints available for daily viewing — you can also save and protect your original photos in dark storage.”
