The Web site also displays examples of client work. For example, there is a before and after restoration photo of the home of Marty Favor and Michael Blumenauer. The original photo had faded heavily over the years and a liquid spill directly on the print damaged the surface. But after high resolution scanning, Northlight Digital digitally restored the image to its original state. There are also samples of work from author and illustrator D.B. Johnson, artist Doug Henry and sculptor Kerry O. Furlani. 

Northlight Digital plans to add an area focused on education and training, including tip sheets to help beginning photographers as well as seasoned professionals. Digital Day — a digital imaging and printing workshop scheduled for Saturday, Oct. 15 — will kick off Northlight’s foray into hands-on education.

“We want to be a photo resource center for all capabilities,” says Rose O’Neill-Suspitsyna. “Seasoned professionals will be enticed by what we offer, but beginners will know that if they have questions, we’re just a phone call or an e-mail away.”
