Afterschool Superheroes 
Powerful Programming for Kids at the Upper Valley Events Center

Norwich, VT – July 22, 2011 - School gets out at 3 p.m. and you work until 5 p.m. If you’re looking for options other than an electronic babysitter (television and video games) for your children in grades 1 to 6, check out the Upper Valley Events Center in Norwich, Vt. Educational Director Janna Generaux has created an “Afterschool Superheroes” program that takes advantage of the home-like facility, expansive outdoor play areas, and the individual creativity of the kids.
Generaux, designer and director of the popular Summer Days Camp, is offering a program that is tailored to the children attending. There’s a Homework Help Program, with a professional tutor, who will work with kids who want assistance. For children who don’t have homework or whose parents have excused them from Homework Help, there are creative activities — such as science experiments, cooking projects and art projects — and outdoor activities at the Event Center, including the bouncy castle, zip lines, a bog, the pirate ship playground, and a large field. 
“Thoughtful help with homework and time for inventive activities are the backbone of the program,” says Generaux. “It is a family environment, and the kids are a part of a superhero team. They’ll discover what they are good at — their superpowers.”

Afternoon Superheroes packages range from one day ($35) to one month (20 days) for $600 to 90 days (half school year) for $2,500. And whereas most care centers and afterschool programs charge whether you are there or not, Afterschool Superheroes does not. “You only pay for the days your child attends,” says Generaux. All materials are included in the program fee, including a healthy snack at 4 p.m.

In addition, the Events Center location is on private and public bus lines, including those of the Marion Cross School, the Ray School and the Advance Transit system. Alternative arrangements for transportation are available at additional cost.
